


Y8 Summer Learning Challenge

Dear Pupils and Parents

We know that ihe lockdown has been highly disruptive of pupils' learning, and also o time of
general uncertainty. By September, some of our pupils will not have been in normal lessons
for & months. In this context, we want to provide a more structured and extensive offer of
learning over the summer holidays, to help pupils fo keep their academic brains working and
to be ready for the new academic year.

To help guide our pupils, we have designed this Summer Learning Challenge pack, which
has guidance from each subject on how fo learn best over the summer.

The struciure for each subject is

1) “Catch Up then Explore” - we combine the essential knowledge pupils must have (the
catch up), with the supra-curricular and extra-curricular learning (Explore] - eg project based
learning.

2) The Catch Up —is are-packaging of the Summer Term learning which pupils may have
missed — a second opportunity for pupils to complete tasks and submit. The amount of fime
spent on “catch up" will depend on the amount the pupil has missed. For Year 8, pupils
should identify with their tutor and parent, what are the three subjects which need fo be
“caught up" most and do these first.

3) Explore Learning is fime to get creativel Gold Merits up for grabs! The Explore tasks are
open ended, but equivalent to approximately two week's worth of lesson time in a particular
subject. For example, the Explore Learning in Maths will be approximately 10 hours (5+5
lessons), in Geography it will be approximately 4 hours (2+2 lessons). These are approximate
fimings. Pupils may choose a handful of subjects for which to complefe "explore” learning.
